Before everything is finalised, please can you return the consent form signed by a
parent/carer to school by Monday 22" June so we do not lose the booking and the appropriate number of
tutors can be assigned to our school.

There may be the possibility of
booking the Level 3 training later in the year for those children who pass the Level 2 course to a high enough
standard. | very much hope you will support us taking up this offer.
